     We hope you’re ready for the 
summer! There are 41 days to 
camp and we want to reach out 
and share some sunny Eagle’s 
Landing news. Every day we 
hear more positive news from 
the Department of Health. While 
we are diligent with our safety 
procedures, we are seeing 
light at the end of the very long 
COVID tunnel. Just this past 
week we received the news that our campers in grades 
6-9 will be allowed to go off -site for day trips. While we’re 
excited by the news, we’re implementing protocols to 
ensure safe travel to outdoor locations. We’ve split our 
weekly Trip Program into two travel days instead of one 
to facilitate fewer campers on the buses. We will travel 
for 6 of the 8 weeks of camp so that all of our campers 
can participate in the two most popular Special Days, 
which are Water Day and Carnival. 
     We are excited to bring back our camp shows! 
Campers who want to be a part of the 3rd-4th grade  
show and the 6th-9th grade show will be masked during 
both rehearsals and performances. Auditions will be held 
next month during the camper Meet & Greets (check 

the camp calendar 
on the right). 
Marcus, our Drama 
Coordinator, is back 
again this summer 
and working on an 
original play for the 
3rd and 4th graders. 
Our 6th-9th graders 
will be performing 
Once on this Island, 
Jr. We can’t wait to 

watch our drama show kids shine on stage this summer! 
     We also added some new activities for all ages 
that don’t involve screen time (we can all agree that 
they’ve had enough of that!) We have a new Game 
Show elective and a Board Game Program. We’ll have 
a wide range of games available from Dungeons and 
Dragons to Candy Land. This activity will allow kids to 
be engaged, problem solve, and get back to the basics 
without computers. 
     We can’t tell you about the new activities at camp 
without mentioning the brand new Pool Complex! It’s 
exciting to watch the construction as we get closer to 
opening day. We’re building three new pools and a new 
Spray Park. Our Kiddie Pool is designed for our Kiddie 
Kingdom and 1st grade campers and ranges from 1½’-
3’ deep. The Olympic-size, 25-meter Activity Pool is 
for campers in 2nd grade and older, has an improved 
Water Slide, and ranges from 3’-4’ deep. The third pool 
is an Olympic-sized, 25-meter Competition Pool with six 

racing lanes and ranges from 3½’-7’ deep. This pool is 
designed for our older campers and swim meets. All of 
the pools are salt water and both the Kiddie Pool and 
Activity Pool are heated! Last week a huge truck dropped 
off  all of the cool water features going into the Spray 
Park and the Kiddie Pool! The construction of the pools 
is on schedule and will be ready 
by the end of this month. The 
pool deck is larger and has a 
shaded area for those campers 
who choose not to swim. 
     Campers and staff  will also 
see a brand new “Hydration 
Station Tower” next to the Snack 
Shack. This self-serving water 
dispenser holds 125 gallons of 
ice water (that’s 3,200 cups or 
1,000 16 oz. water bottles) with 
cup holders on the side. It’s just 
another way to keep everyone 
hydrated and COVID safe at ELDC!
